* Authors have the option to open up their original manuscript for
informal moderated discussion that runs in parallel with formal peer
review.

* Supplementary material and color are published at no additional
charge.

* Low cost structure. Minimal author page charges cover production
costs and subsidize publication of articles by authors without
funding for publication. JAMES charges are ~ |/2 those of
“competing” print journals.

The Idea

® Create an active website that promotes a multidisciplinary conversation
surrounding global change. The website will include an online publication that
invites non-jargony articles on policy issues, education, and a broad range of
popular themes related to climate science.

Publication’s Format

® Contributing Editors writes a short introduction to submitted pieces, or to
linked content from other sources (information broker).

® Review function (to evaluate the degree to which articles are well written and
interesting).

® Open access w/ no charge to authors.

® Organize content by categories of interest to the intended audience (students/
educators/interested public).
