• Final typeset articles published to “Current Volume”; 8 articles published to 
date

• A&I registrations: Currently being evaluated by Thomson Reuters for 
inclusion in Web of Science.  Also pursuing coverage in MGA and DOAJ.

• Marketing: EOS ad; listserve announcements; exposure at society meetings
